Bid Award

Any contract for purchase awarded pursuant to this ITB shall be awarded to
the lowest responsive and responsible bidder whose bid response meets
the requirements and criteria set forth in this ITB. A Oesponsive bidderO
means a person who has submitted a bid response, which conforms in all
material respects to the ITB. A Oesponsible bidderOmeans a person who
has the capacity, reputation and experience in all respects to perform fully
the contract requirements and the integrity and reliability, which will assure
good faith performance within the time specified without delay or
interference.

MCS may make such investigations as deemed necessary to determine the
ability of the bidder to provide the products and services required by the bid
package.
